Appendix 1  Rolling stock

The driver is responsible for ensuring that all stock is serviceable and trains correctly assembled before any train is moved.  

LVR Stock

Any unserviceable LVR stock must be marked NOT TO BE MOVED and reported to the Senior Engineer by means of a completed Unserviceable Stock (LVR) document.

Composition of trains

Drivers will assemble trains in accordance with the Traffic Sheet for the day, to be collected from shed notice board at the commencement of work.  Stock will be rearranged and shunted at stations on route in accordance with the traffic sheet subject to any special requirements of the local Station Master instructed by a Local Instructions document which should be retained by the driver.

Brake vans

All goods trains of six wagons or more must have a brake van manned by a competent brakeman/guard.

Passenger trains, must have a Brake Van. Only the large brake van (no9) to be used on passenger trains.  

The brake van must be positioned so as to be to the rear of the locomotive for the direction of travel and behind any passenger carrying stock. Only company servants may travel in brake vans.

Luggage, in excess of that allowed in carriages, should be carried in the brake van subject to the appropriate charge having been paid.   Only in exceptional circumstances should it be carried unaccompanied in any other van or wagon.

Freight should only be carried in brake vans when no other van or wagon is available and after all luggages have been accommodated. Livestock must not, under any circumstances, be carried in brake vans.

Timber Bolster

Limited to 15 mph

Not to be used in passenger or mixed trains at any time.

Only to be used in freight trains when close coupled and the train is then limited to 15mph.

When operated as separate bolsters an appropriate solid drag bar or safety chain to be employed between the bolster wagons. Separated bolster wagons may only be used in their own train with a match truck located between locomotive and the first bolster wagon and between the last bolster wagon and the brake van.

Private Owner Stock

All third party stock must be inspected to ensure that it is serviceable before it is moved.

Where possible Private Owner stock should be inspected by LVR staff prior to the locomotives arrival and the driver provided with a Clearance To Move document on arrival, otherwise it is the responsibility of the driver to ensure that the train is safe to move. No private owner stock that is deemed unserviceable should be moved, if the stock forms part of a rake it is the owners responsibility to extract it before the train is move by the LVR.  Any incidents of unserviceable stock having been proffered by private owners must be reported by the inspector, or if none available the driver, to the Senior Engineer on an Unserviceable Stock (Private) document.  

Shunting

Passenger stock should not be shunted while in service.

Brakes and Chocks

All stock must be adequately braked or chocked before uncoupling from the locomotive.

Brakes and chocks should only be released after the locomotive has been coupled to the train.

When shunting care must be exercised to ensure that stock remaining unattached to the locomotive is still adequately braked or chocked.

Appendix 2  Traffic
Tokens

No driver shall move his locomotive into a Section without being in possession of the appropriate Token for that Section. 

A Stop Board indicates the end of a Section and a locomotive may only proceed past a Stop Board, with caution, when a Green Signal indicates that it is safe to do so or the token for the next section has been obtained or the train is called forward with a Green Flag or Signal.
It is the responsibility of the driver to ensure that the road ahead is safe for the locomotive to proceed.  If there is any doubt about the safety of the conditions the fireman should be sent ahead of the train on foot with a Green flag.  Having ascertained that that the road is clear and points are correctly set the locomotive may be called forward by raising the Green flag.

When leaving a Section the Token for that Section must be handed to the Station Master or placed in the Token Box, as appropriate, before departing the Section.

EXCEPTIONS FOR SPECIAL CIRCUMSTANCES

When operating the full route with only one locomotive in steam a Full Line Token may be issued providing that all other Tokens are secured.  When operating with a Full Line Token a Stop Board must be observed if a Red Signal is showing but may be passed with caution when showing Green or with extreme caution if No Signal is showing.   In this circumstance particular attention should be given to the responsibility of the driver to ascertain the safety of the road ahead referred to above.

Turnouts

All turnouts must be approached with caution and at a maximum speed of 15MPH, unless a lesser limit is already imposed when that shall apply.  The driver is responsible for the safe progress of the train over any point work.  It is unsafe to assume that a turnout is set correctly; it is the driver’s responsibility to satisfy himself that it is so set before proceeding.

Operation of turnouts

Only authorised servants of the company are to operate turnouts.

Station staff under the direction of the Station Master will normally operate turnouts at main stations.

When no station staff are available and at remote locations the train crew under the direction of the driver, who must be in possession of the appropriate token(s), may make changes as detailed below.

Codes

The unattended setting of a turnout is determined by the colour coding used on the lever balance weight as follows:

All white-
None specified, drivers must approach with caution and determine the setting, stopping the train whilst he or a member of the train crew makes changes if necessary.  The turnout may be left without returning it to its previous setting.

Bicolour-
The weight being divided vertically, one half red the other white.  The white side of the weight should be uppermost when the turnout is set in its unattended position.  When a turnout is set by station staff in preparation for the arrival of a train against its unattended position they will remain at the lever until the train has passed and ensure that it is reset correctly before departing to their next duty.  When train crew need to change a turnout against its unattended position a member of the train crew will remain at the lever until the train has cleared, resetting the turnout before rejoining the train.
