TAL-Y-SARN    ~    PONT-LLYFNI    ~    BACHWEN
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This Railway (the gauge of which is only 2feet 3inches) passes through some of the most picturesque scenery on the LLEYN PENINSULA and affords views of mountain grandeur and coastal splendour.

Starting from TAL-Y-SARN Station, a short walk from the London & North Western Railways Station, the line runs through the Llyfni Valley following the river until it reaches TAN-YR-ALLT.  The Train stops at TAN-YR-ALLT by request for those wishing to take the footpath to the lakes Llyn Cwmdulyn and Llynnau Cwmsilin.  The lakes are a pleasant walk of two miles and abound with fish of all kinds; the fishing is free.   

From TAN-YR-ALLT the line leaves the river and ascends for two miles at a gradient of 1 in 48 as it prepares to cross the ravine cut by the Afon Llyfni in its relentless passage to the sea.  Passing under the L&NWRailway the Line emerges into the rugged scenery of the gorge to cross, by means of a three arch viaduct, the deep ravine, at the bottom of which flows the river, which descends in a cascade down the mountain side.  From this point the Line winds in successive curves along the mountain side, through wild scenery, passing the Glynllifon Estate and the hamlet of Bryngwydion before commencing the decent into PONT –LLYFNI.  The Line is far above the level of the Coach Road; and the scene before the traveller by the Railway is grand and picturesque, with magnificent views extending over the waters of Caernarfon Bay, the Menai Strait, and Anglesey, a view that can only be obtained from the railway.  

PONT-LLYFNI offers the traveller, wishing to linger a while, every facility; plentiful accommodation is afforded by Hotel and guest houses.  The historic bridge well-known to artists is a short walk, the ancient site of Dinas Dinlle 3 miles to the North.

From PONT-LLYFNI Station to BACHWEN, the terminus, the Line ascends gradually winding between rugged rocks along the sloping ground at the foot of the mountains.  On reaching BACHWEN the route is barred by the towering peaks of Gurn Goch and Bwlch Mawr, an ascent can be made from this place.  An ancient well and burial site can be seen in the locality and a short walk to Cwmgwared Forest affords the opportunity to gain a sight of wild fauna and flora peculiar to Wales.   Accommodation can be found at the Station Hotel for those wishing to explore the area further or take the sea air and survey the grand and picturesque scene afforded the Railway traveller.

Tourists by this Railway will have ample time to visit PONT-LLYFNI or BACHWEN  and return the same route or they can proceed by Coach South to PWLLHELI or North to CAERNARFON and thence by London & North Western Railway routes.
